Notes from the meeting on Dec. 8: 

1. Scholarships for college are available 
from state legislators. Students should 
contact the delegates and senator in their 
district for applications in January.  

2. WAWA - The covenant agreement 
previously reached will be added to the 
extension approved by the county. 
Enforcement would then be a county 
responsibility.  If all permits are approved 
(expected by April, 2010), then WAWA 
will sign a 50-year lease on the property on 
Main Street (next to Jiffy Lube).  

3. Camden Auto Body on Main St between 
Chartley Blvd. and Walgrove Rd. has 
acquired additional land and is proposing a 
second building. Community input meetings 
are expected in mid-January. 

4. There is a new developer and plan for the 
Ballard property at Lyons Mill Rd. and 
Owings Mills Blvd. previously known as 
the Plinlimmon project. The proposal is for 
96 condos and 425 townhomes, a 
community center building, and 14 acres set 
aside for a school and recreation fields. 

 

 

HISTORY HIGHLIGHTS: 

In this season of gift lists, it seems an 
appropriate time to mention some of the 
gifts in our clubhouse that we see and use 
each month. 

Immediately after the purchase of the 
building, the conversion of the schoolhouse 
into a lovely meeting space was begun. 
Thus in 1933 many donations of labor, 
materials, plantings, and items were 
recorded. Among them were the mantel, 
bookcases, andirons, large walnut mirror, 
and brass lanterns at the front door. 

On the 50th anniversary of the club, the 
mahogany lectern was dedicated in memory 
of the charter members and the Federation 
plate was presented to the club by a past 
president, Mrs. J. Olin Grimes. The 
Maryland flag is a memorial to Mrs. 
Edward Stringer, a member from 1902-1962 
and president 1914-1916 and 1930-1931. 
Our beautiful chandelier was given in 
memory of Mrs. Robert Healy by her 
children. She was a member from 1919-
1971 and served as president 1924-1926. 
The attractive buffet where the Victorian 
costumed dolls are displayed was given by 
her husband in memory of Ruth Bayliss, a 
member from 1990-2007. 

The plaque displaying the names of our 
former presidents was presented to the club 
in 2006 by the children of Sylvia Eckhardt. 
Previously, Sylvia purchased the metal 
basement entry door. The Windsor chair is a 
recent addition from Gloria Davidson and 
many of the seasonal door decorations were 
gifts from Jeannine Dufrene.  The paintings 
in the “board room” were donated by Sandy 
Philip and Vicky Piper. Joyce Williams and 
Luaine Carey have provided plantings to 
enhance our grounds. 
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A very extensive campaign to raise funds to 
re-point the bricks was conducted in 1987 
when our building was 100 years old. Dottie 
Seabold was president and Martha Healy 
chaired the project. Commitment gifts were 
made by club members and funds were 
solicited from former students of Glyndon 
School and former and present residents of 
Glyndon. The necessary monies were raised. 
(The book commemorating the event will be 
on display at the January meeting.) 

Our clubhouse is attractive and well 
equipped thanks to many “anonymous” 
donors of supplies. Our members give the 
gifts of their time, talent and treasure to 
ensure that our clubhouse is a place of 
enjoyment and good hospitality.

Recipe for Pulled Chicken Sandwiches 
(Kathy Levin) (Makes 4 - 6 sandwiches) 
 
1   2-1/2 lb. deli-roasted chicken 
1  medium onion, cut into ¼”thick slices 
1  tbsp olive oil 
1/3 cup cider vinegar or white wine vinegar 
1/2 cup tomato sauce 
3 - 4 tbsp seeded and finely chopped fresh 
red and/or green hot chili peppers (optional) 
2 tbsp snipped fresh thyme 
2 tbsp molasses 
4 sandwich buns, split 
 
Remove meat from chicken (discard skin 
and bones).  Use two forks to shred the meat 
(2-1/2 - 3 cups) 

 
In a large skillet, cook onion in hot oil over 
medium heat 5 minutes or until tender; stir 
in tomato sauce, chili peppers (if using), 
thyme, molasses, 2 tablespoons water, and 
1/2 teaspoon salt.  Bring to boil, add 
chicken, stir to coat.  Heat through.
