Several members asked for two of the recipes
for foods that were served at the January
meeting - here they are....

Awesome Sandwiches

24 small dinner rolls

Very thin slices of ham, turkey and swiss
cheese. Make sandwiches using the meats and
cheese; place them on baking pans and pour
the sauce over. Bake at 350 for 20 minutes.

Sauce: 2 sticks of butter, 4 Tbsp. dark brown
sugar, 4 Thsp. mustard, 2 Thsp. Worcestshire
sauce, 2 Thsp. poppy seeds. Place all
ingredients in medium saucepan and heat
through.

Wonton Cups*

For crispy wonton cups, use a dark colored
muffin tin. Brush melted butter or spray butter
Pam over the cups and place in muffin cups,
butter side up and press down gently to fit
bottom and sides. Bake at 350 for 8-10 minutes
til golden brown. Cool before removing. Cups
can be filled with a mixture of cream cheese and
chopped seedless cucumber and dried dill, or
cream cheese and salsa, cream cheese and
chutney or chicken, shrimp or tuna salads.

Notes from meeting on 1/4/10:

Delegates Cardin and Stein reported that a
rather quiet legislative session is expected
due to the budget restraints and 2010
elections. One area where a legislative
proposal will be offered is for control of
gangs with a focus on some means to
overcome the privacy issue in schools to
enable law enforcement to act.

Camden Auto Body on Main St in
Reisterstown has requested approval for
new parking areas and a modified building
layout for its addition on the site near
Walgrove Rd. The owners, lawyer and
engineer explained the expansion plans.
ROG is trying to effect a change in the



facade to be more compatible with historic
properties nearby. Original plans described
a brick front, not metal.

Baltimore County Council will be
considering regulations for wind turbines.
The Planning Board has a proposal as does

a group of citizens known as Team SMART.

The latter presented its proposal and
contrasted it to the other. ROG officers will
consider the proposals in detail and a
representative will attend the public meeting
onJan. 7.

History Highlights

GFWC encourages clubs to participate in
community improvement. It promotes a
contest along with a corporate sponsor to
award monetary prizes to outstanding
projects. Two of the Community
Improvement Projects by the Woman'’s
Club of Glyndon have received national
recognition.

In 1974 the CIP contest was sponsored by
Sears. 8500 entries were received
throughout the US. Our club received a
second place award of $7500. The project
was the formation of the Reisterstown-
Owings Mills-Glyndon Coordinating
Council (ROG). Spearheaded by our club,
51 neighborhood, religious, and charitable
organizations banded together to form the
umbrella group with committees for zoning,

transportation, traffic, safety, and education.
ROG continues to give organizations
information and an effective united voice on
community issues.

In 1982 Sears was once again the sponsor
and our club received the fifth place $2000
award out of 9000 entries. This project
involved establishing a satellite First Step
Youth Counseling Center and the
Community Crisis Center on the Hannah
More property at 735 Main St. in
Reisterstown. The Crisis Center remains at
this location to provide emergency
assistance of food, clothing, household
supplies and toiletries to those in need.
